CLAUDIU MARIAN BUN AIASU, The tension management of students’ groups
- strategies and conditions of management efficiepc
Nowadays, besides the positive aspects of thecolari and institutional reform
implementation, one can also witness a negativecathnal fenomenon - the
depreciation of the psycho-social environment witstudents’groups. This is due to
several causes which include an incorrect managénoénthe learning process.
Tension, in several and varied forms with differeleigrees of manifestation in
students’groups, represents a negative educatiozelity of the national education
system, intensely stressed out by the specidiieedture, and media. This leads to
an increase of efforts from specialists and sevetlaér educational and management
factors in order to limit the incidents redardingdipline within school environment.

Even if, lately, the problems concerning tensiorséhool started to be the
focus of teaching psychologic and communities a#i a® other educational
environments or environments concerned with edoca®2 major deficiencies have
been identifield to this respect:

» specialized studies’focus mainly on the descriptibrvisible conflicts, on
the attempt of configurating efficient strategiessblve problems instead of putting
forth methodologies of prevention by anticipatinigeit triggering factors, by
identifying and improving ways of students’influieigcwhich are to generate the best
educational environment. This would be stimulaticapperative, of mutual help and
respect among students, among teacher and studemisng classroom characters
and the school’'s management staff.

» the usage of incorrect management strategies atlé¢wel of students
groups’psycho-social environment characterized g inconsistency of a psycho-
pedagogic and management training, relevant to pheblem of prevention and
interference, in the cases of tension within sttglgroups and the minimal
competence development to exercise this training.

Thus, the elaboration, development, experimentingl avalidating of
strategies and management efficiency conditionthénfield of tension management
within students’groups is an absolute/major nedgsBir programs of continuous
training or self carrier and management improvementhis stands for the basic
motivational aspect for choosing the theme of ttesgnt study and of increasing the
efforts towards the identifying of solutions whichuld improve this field. In the
suggested study, the part within students’groupsjrtethiology and description,
focuses on the issues of school violence and agjgeress.



After summarizing references from the specializedature, we endorsed the
thesis according to which the concepts must nottrbated as synonymous but
differentiated by means of triggering factors; thaggressiveness is mainly related to
human instincts while violence is primarily detemed by the socio-cultural and
educational environment, by the socio-organizededrwhere the individual/formal
or informal group is included.

- an increase in the percentage of educational ragion methods
(brainstorming, synectic, Phillips 6.6. technigl&isco method, the mosaic method)
whit excellent results in the development of comeating, and cooperation relations
for solving tasks and for students’education ingpgit of humanistic values;

- organizing optional subjects/interrelating or trsrelating subjects based on
cross-curricular topics established after a closelysis of students’needs;

- organizing activities of partenership for educetj with purposes of
indiscipline prevention, with specialized factarsnf the local community;

- extending the ways of cooperating with the fammiganing mutual activities
in the planning, monitoring and evaluation of sshdecided curriculum, in order to
establish and put practice forms of indisciplineyntion;

- development of strategies for teachers’self owpment in the field of
tension prevention (self-management).

The present study also mentiones strategies ofveréon in the case of
tension occurrence which may decrease the psyatiatsenvironment of the
students’groups:

- the complex analyses of tension occurances hadestablishing of their
ethiology;

- the usage of correct research methods leadindatdsvdata accumulation
concerning subjective and objective factors invélwethe conflict;

- the involment of the group in putting up solusi@md in choosing the best one;

- the elaboration and usage of intervention progsaspecific to various types
of tension;

- the usage of negotiating techniques and procedoeéveen the battling parts;

- the usage of the rewards and punishment system.

MARCEL C APRARU, The emotional education:
A new kind of education is about to make its wagragrthe five educational
types described in any Pedagogy manual: the enaitextucation. The article tries to



give a definition to this new education and estdi#s its potential objectives. The
author works in the Leonardo da Vinci European podj TREIN — Training in
Emotional Intelligence — with the intention to po3e a syllabus for teacher training
institutes.

It
is estimated that the questions which are more cehgmsive, more open, provide the
pupils more search freedom, a wider possibilitjoomulating answers. The good
guestions put good use for thinking possibilitied aover wide areas of knowledge,
stimulating an evaluative thinking.

FLORENTINA MOGONEA, The student’s self-evaluation —an essential
objective of a teaching system centered on competas:

Trying to correspond to some qualitative superioitecia and standards,
typical for the European teaching systems, the Risnateaching systems passes a
time of essential change, at the level of allitacdures and compartments. One of the
present requirements regarding the development toidesit's personality is
represented by allotting a primary role to the catgnce, seen as structural ensemble
of knowledge, abilities and capacities, at the lesfeeach school subject and at the
general level (the transverse competences).

One of these transverse competences is the swidmif-evaluation. School's
responsibility, in general, and teacher’s respoitigihin particular, is major as concerns
the assurance of the necessary conditions of fgrthis competence, of creating propitious
situations, of supervising and of regulating theolehforming process. We consider that
forming this competence must represent an objdatinal teachers, noticing its importance
for the school activity and later for the sociabgprofessional one.

The need of the psycho-educational interventionvtre as only a prompt strategy,
adapted to the specific of the etiology and symatology of the subject taken into
discussion is efficient. The intervention team roasefully study the effects
(symptoms) and then, by a systematic analysisstmdeér the sources, in order to
counteract them and to diminish the manifest atehtaconsequences that might
affect other fields/dimensions of the personality.

BELA MORO SANU, The quality need - part of the organizationalculture:

The didactic activities used for the conceptualhudblogical improvement
specific for a study discipline, the interdisciig manner, have a great importance
in the academical teaching, considering their v@tuin the structuralization and
systematization of the cognitive and instrumenparational system of the field of
study, and also in the realization of some objestiof superior order in forming and
the ability of transfer and operate with interagirstructures, the development of
communication competences, of argumenting, of aoterg in the approach of a
subject as part of the debates, also this kind aivities are necessary, because,
trough the course, the students are offered proétemperspectives which are
detailed, developed, resolved trough the semindrscamceptual-methodological
improvement. During this kind of seminarial actv#everal tipological structures can
be structured, considering the order criterion.

Refering to the subject represented by the teaeimging methods, we
identified and developed two essential subcategorie

- the seminar based on debates, with the varianes:dibate-seminar with
the structure announced before; the debate-semiaaed on confrunting theories,
ideas, conceptions, solutions; the debate-semiritér apposite groups;

- the seminar based on papers and debates.

The purpose of the present research study wagablesd the virtues and the
limits of the seminar of conceptual-methodologioghrovement, by using the debate
method as well as advancing some optimising metbioiihss organization forms.

this activities; the methods of projecting, impletivey of some solutions for the
optimization of the seminar) as well as experimeenitgration of some
seminars/sequences base don the debate method.

ECATERINA FR ASINEANU, The analysis of the students learning nate:

We propose in this paper an analysis of the stisdearning specific character
starting from the known elements on learning, elémmore specified for the didactics
of the high education and less specified for tilactics of the higher education.

Completing a lpsysedagogical sheet by a teacher
(a class master eventually) brings only benefitstfi@ process of catching certain
aspects that need to be analyzed and observed.

The case study method assumes a careful examinagiominutely and
detailed one, for example of the handwriting, reggdimotility, attention, motivation
etc. of a person/individual, meaning the dimensittrag are more important for this
one, or focusing on one of them. Finally yet imaoityy, a good case study must catch
social, familial and environmental aspects that cganerate certain learning
difficulties.

higher learning in the Romanian Principates (XVIIth-XVIlith centuries):



“The new Byzantine renaissance”, according to tlkeression of Romanian
historian Nicolae lorga, refers to the period oftary in Southeast Europe extending
from the Sixteen-Hundreds to around 1770, whenethemme about a highly
fascinating, but little studied cultural phenomenwvhile Fifteenth Century Byzantine
Europe had been able to contribute Platonism to mleaissance in lItaly, in the
Seventeenth century ltaly returned the favour Wi restitution of the thought of
Aristotele, which constituted the principal philpby of the University of Padua,
representing from the Fifteenth Century onwards thaximum expression of the
cultural and universitarian policy of the Serenmsa. The city of Venice and the
University of Padua had both made a fundamentatrdmmion to the modernization
of society in Southest Europe, through the dissatioim of ideas and outlooks, the
emulation of models for educational structures, tiveulation of books , scientific
progress, but above all, the formation of the ietdbal classes of Southeast Europe.
At the University of Padua there had studied, amatigers, Stolnic Constantin
Cantacuzino (1640-1716) one of the great emblemfdgjares of erudition and
encyclopedism in Romanian culture. Thanks to Hisrtef and under his attentive
guidance, in 1694 there came to be founded by PEri@onstantin Brancoveanu
(1688-1714) the Royal Academy at Bucharest. Onerdigtood out among the
teaching faculty of the Academy: the greek ThéofHmrydalleus (approx. 1563-
1646), the philosopher par excellence of the Seemtlh Century in the East, whose
teaching, inspired by Neo-Aristotelean thought ingxb from Padua, constituted the
philosophical basis for the Royal Academies at Buest and lasi which, with time,
became centers of higher learning and of humanigtiture drawing young people
from all the nations of Eastern Europe. It washistmanner that lingering echoes of
the spirit of learning in Venice the Serenissimaedi on in Romanian lands, in the
formation of élites, in the structures of educatibnt above all in the evolution of
civic spirit right up to the last quarter of the dgfiteenth Century, until gradually
dwindling out with the advent of the Enlightenment.
